Complete all sections fully, clearly and in blue or black ink only. If certain information is unknown, please indicate it as such. Incomplete or illegible applications will not be considered. The Students’ Union reserves the right to confirm any information provided on the application, including enrolment and student loan status, with the appropriate sources if necessary. 

All eligible applications are considered confidentially by the Emergency Bursaries Committee. The Committee typically meets once per week and makes decisions regarding applications the same day. Applicants will be contacted, usually by email, regarding the decision on their application. Due to the high level of confidentiality, the number of applications and the strict procedural guidelines, requests by phone or otherwise for information on the status of a bursary prior to the applicant being contacted by a member of the Committee will not be entertained. 

These bursaries are not intended as long term income supplements, tuition payments or book subsidies. Applicants may only apply on their own behalf and if successful can only pick up their own cheque. Recipients must be current registered students at St. Thomas University, and therefore members of the STUSU. No more than two (2) Emergency Bursaries will be awarded to any student in a regular academic year. Applications are considered based on nature and urgency of situation, clarity and completeness of application, amount requested and funds available. Not all applications will be approved. Granted awards may not be the requested amount and are very rarely more than $500. Award cheques are valid until the end of the next full business week following their issue. Awards may be repealed (before deposited) at the discretion of the Committee. Decisions of the Emergency Bursaries Committee are final.

A letter describing the applicant’s situation must be included with the application form. If reported expenses exceed revenue, please explain in the letter if and how this is different from normal. Explain the specific and acute emergency, what actions are being taken to help prevent it from becoming an ongoing issue, and how a STUSU Emergency Bursary would help.
